Rules and Registration Form


Registration at gallery, Hanchi Snoa 27: March 8 – March 23 
Paint Historic Willemstad, Punda, Otrobanda and Scharloo: 9 am - 12 pm

Exhibition, Competition/Awards, Sale in Wilhelmina Park: 12 am - 3 pm
Awards Announcement: 2:00 pm
The Competition is a plein air Paint-out, exhibition, competition/awards presentation and sale, which takes place on Saturday, March 23, 2019, in the historic city center Punda, adjacent part of Scharloo and near Emma bridge in Otrobanda, all as indicated on the Competition Area map.
This event is open only to artists or prospective artist who participate in one of the workshops during the Plein Air Festival 2019. 
1. ARTISTS REGISTER:  Participating artists who have not registered for the competition per email to info@PleinAirCuracao.com and paid through the bank, can register from 8:00 to 9:00 am on the morning of the event, at the Plein Air Curaçao Gallery, Hanchi Snoa 27and pay the fee in the exact cash amount and complete the registration form (no checks accepted). 
2. FEE:  NAFL. 25 ($ 25) for adults and NAFL. 15 ($ 15.00) for kids up to 18 years. Pre payments are made to MCB Plein Air Curaçao, bank account 23787110. Please, bring a copy of payment to Wilhelmina Park before the event starts. 

3. STAMPING:  Each canvas (or other medium) must receive a Plein Air Curaçao stamp at registration in order to participate. 

4. BOUNDARIES:  The geographic locations of the Competition are indicated on the map. 
5. ARTISTS CREATE:  Before the event begins, the competition artists may choose their spot within the indicated area. Artists can start to paint at 9.00 AM, but MUST return to the Park at 12:00 pm sharp! If any participating artists leave to paint before 9.00 AM, will be disqualified from the competition. The artists must start with nothing pre-painted or pre-drawn, and create the competition artwork only during the competition time frame up to 12 noon. Any violators will be banned (also) from future events. Same object/scenery/person painted by more than one artist is permitted.

6. ARTISTS RETURN:  At 12 noon sharp, the competition artists finish, and immediately bring their just completed artworks and easels to Wilhelmina Park, where the exhibit and judging take place. Prior to the exhibition, for ease of handling, we advise the artists to place each painting in a previously bought frame or Art Cocoon (carrying container that can be bought at our art supply shop at the Plein Air Curaçao office, during the Plein Air festival week, 9am - 5pm. Paintings are two-dimensional medium, 8 x 10”, 9 x 12” and 11 x 14”).
7. JUDGING:  Beginning at 12 noon, the competition paintings are judged by the competition jurors. This year again we are honored with three very competent jurors who will judge the paintings.
8. EXHIBIT:  No paintings will be accepted for exhibition and judging after 12:00 pm. Each artist must set up her/his easel in Wilhelmina Park, and display his/her competition work on it. Event staff is on site to answer artists’ questions, direct artists to the exhibit space and help artists set up their easels. Each artwork must be for sale, and have a title and price. A label (supplied) must be completed and attached to the easel. There will be a 30% commission collected from the proceeds of each competition sale, which is used to fund this event. Each participating artist must consider Plein Air Curaçao her/his gallery for this event, and must pay this commission. Any violators will be banned from future events. 
9. AWARDS:  At 2:30 - 3:00 pm, the Competition/Quick Draw Awards are announced. Cash prizes are awarded. The winning paintings must remain exhibited on the stage in the Park until the end of the exhibit at 3:00 pm, even if they have been sold. 

10. CONTINUING EXHIBIT AND SALE:  The exhibit and sale continues in the park until 3:00 pm. 
After which the artists can take the painting to the Plein Air Curaçao Gallery to be exhibited until 7:00 pm.

11. In the event of rain, artist is responsible for moving the painting to the tents.

12.  All paintings must stay on exhibit until 3:00 pm, unless sold.

13. EXHIBIT CONCLUDES:  All paintings and easels must be picked up at 3:00 pm sharp or will remain behind abandoned. Plein Air Art Curaçao is not responsible for any person, equipment or artwork before, during or after the event.
